NSMH/ATR Role

ATR is similar to the AMHD ACCESS line.  Referrals are taken in, processed, and then disseminated to various provider agencies. Once referrals are made, ATR monitors the progress of the client’s connection and involvement with the services providers by maintaining monthly contact with the client and/or the Case Manager for up to six months. 

Services Provided:

Recovery Support Services: This means any non-treatment assistance that would support or enhance the client’s recovery through federal grants funds and linkage with community and faith-based agencies. 

· Housing support in the form of vouchers or limited subsidies.

· Linkage with community and faith-based agencies.

· Temporary bus passes and other transportation support.

· Child care support.

· Education and training.

ATR Eligibility Criteria

1) 
History of any substance abuse problem (as opposed to just amphetamines) with any of the following:

2)
Anyone who has an active, open, or voluntary case with CPS that also meets criteria #1

3) Anyone who has been in an ADAD funded treatment program within the last 2     years 

4) Anyone who is currently on probation or parole for substance abuse related charges and who meets criteria #1.

5) Anyone who is working with a community based case manager or counselor that has a documented Dual Diagnosis (mental health & substance DX).

A. AND meets criteria #1

B. They can be currently using; or currently in substance abuse treatment; or meets criteria #2 thru #4

How to get an intake done on your client

Complete the referral form, a consent, and the RSS questionnaire with your client.

Make an appt with one of the ATR staff listed below.

Bring your client to the initial appt.  
What we need from you and your client:

· Bring your client to the initial intake session. 
· Any pertinent documentation; psych eval showing dual DX, discharge summary from an ADAD funded treatment facility, etc. 
· Commitment to one contact per month for six months to “check in”.

· Commitment to one follow up session after the six months.
